RECOMMENDATION: 

That Council approve “Policy No. 184 – Conditions Requiring Connection to Potable 
Water Service”. 
 

PURPOSE: 

To present a policy to specify which properties are required to connect to the Belcarra 
Potable Water Utility (BPWU).  This policy will provide direction in preparing relative 
regulatory bylaws. 

 

BACKGROUND: 

Despite Council’s intent of not requiring existing well users to connect to the BPWU; a 
number of specific situations arose that would require some properties to be excluded 
from that intention.  The requirements to connect to the BPWU are predicated on 
protecting the health of a private water source due to contamination or vulnerability to a 
system failure. 
 
Council is aware of Fraser Health Authority’s positon on shared responsibility for wells 
located on municipal land as demonstrated with previous attempts to have water users 
agree to sign “Interim License Agreements”. The resistance to sign the Interim License 
Agreements demonstrates the significance of the level of responsibility that is assumed 
by providing potable water to both single and shared users and the municipality’s 
responsibilities as the “owner of the land”.

Another example of the rationale to require a property to connect to the BPWU is to 
protect property in the event of a forest fire. Ministry of Forests policy guidelines include 
refraining from aerial fire suppression tactics that use fire retardant or chemical agents 
near open water sources. Therefore, to not require a user of an open water source 
(springs, shallow wells and streams) to connect to the utility allows for the continuance 
of “No Drop Zones”, thereby putting the community at further risk of a fire loss due to 
limited fire suppression tactics. 
  
The third example is shared wells with unregistered easements. Without a registered 
easement the “guest user” of the shared well has no rights to access the well and 
appurtenances for regular maintenance, repairs and water quality sampling.  
Furthermore, if there are no easements in place to protect the guest user, there exists a 
scenario where the host-well-user could connect to the BPWU and the guest-user may 
lose access rights. This is over and above the ability to monitor cross contamination 
controls for both the users and a connection to the BPWU. 
 
Additionally, there is the matter of the financial sustainability of funding the utility with 
only those funds collected by the users whereby the overhead and operating costs are 
only funded by those connected to the BPWU. 
 
An operation aspect not fully appreciated or confirmed is the minimum level of 
consumption needed to ensure enough water is flowing through the system of 
watermains and the reservoir to maintain the minimum required level of chlorine 
residue, which is the health standard to measure the quality of water in the system.  
 
If levels of chlorine residual go below the accepted standard, re-chlorination equipment 
may be required to be added to the system.

Legislative Basis:  

The Community Charter authorizes municipalities to provide for services, laws and other 
matters for community benefit and to regulate, prohibit and impose requirements in relation 
to such services. 

Purpose: 

To specify conditions under which properties fronting Belcarra Potable Water Utility (BPWU) 
will be required to connect to the BPWU.  This Policy will provide direction in preparing 
relative regulatory bylaws. 

Policy: 

To protect the health of persons, to ensure protection of property and the financial 
sustainability of BPWU; properties meeting certain conditions, will be required to connect to 
the BPWU. 

There are properties receiving Well water from existing private, shared and group domestic 
water supply sources, where the water supply sources are subject to contamination and/or 
are vulnerable to contamination (Hydrogeology Assessment of the Belcarra Aquifer, British 
Columbia, February 2005)  posing a potential health threat. 

There are properties receiving water from shared and group domestic water supply sources 
which do not have legal rights to the water source. 

Schedule A to this policy sets out the conditions which will warrant a property be required to 
connect to the BPWU.

Recommendation for Consideration: 

That “Village of Belcarra Well Closure Regulation Bylaw No. 448, 2012” be read a first, second 
and third time. 

Purpose: 

To present “Village of Belcarra Well Closure Regulation Bylaw No. 448, 2012” for three 
readings.  

Background: 

As a condition to the infrastructure grant funding facilitated by the Canada-British Columbia 
Municipal Rural Infrastructure Fund (MRIF) agreement, the Village must provide confirmation to 
the Ministry of Community and Rural Development that there is a bylaw in place that requires 
disconnection and closure of existing wells on properties that will be connected to the municipal 
domestic water system. 

Village of Belcarra Well Closure Regulation Bylaw No. 448, 2012 was modeled directly after the 
Model Well Closure Bylaw developed jointly by the Ministry of Community, Sport, and Cultural 
Development and the Ministry of Environment to support the Ground Water Protection 
Regulation (GWPR). 

The MRIF agreement stipulates that the bylaw will ensure that any property connecting to the 
municipal water system must disconnect or close their well as detailed in applicable standards 
and guidelines by either: 

 Requiring owners of closed wells to provide proof of closure (a completed well closure 
report as required in the British Columbia Ground Water Protection regulation) within one 
year of connection to the municipal water system; or 

 Confirming that the well(s) will continue to be used, but that the well(s) is not connected to 
the municipal water system and that the well(s) is: 

 Securely capped; 
 Protected at the wellhead; and 
 Identified by attaching and maintaining a well identification plate on the well in 

accordance with the minimum standards in the Ground Water protection regulation 
must be completed by the well owner and submitted to the local Ministry of 
Environment, Water Stewardship Division Office. 

 That any wells which will no longer be used will be closed in accordance with the minimum 
standards in the British Columbia Ground Water Protection Plan. 

Alternatives: 

None suggested. 
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 Being a Bylaw to Regulate Well Closure on Properties Connected to the Water System. 
 
WHEREAS:  

A.  The Village of Belcarra currently chooses to operate a Water Supply and Distribution 
System (the “System”); 

B. The Village of Belcarra, prior to the adoption of this bylaw, has consulted with the 
medical health officer responsible for public health matters within the Village of 
Belcarra; and  

C. The Village of Belcarra Council deems it necessary and desirable to regulate the use 
and closure of wells on properties served by the System.  

NOW THEREFORE the council of the Village of Belcarra, in open meeting assembled, 
enacts as follows:  

1. Citation  

 This bylaw may be cited for all purposes as the “Village of Belcarra Well Closure 
Regulation Bylaw No. 448, 2012”. 

2. Interpretation  

 (a)  In this Bylaw:  

“Bylaw” means the Village of Belcarra Well Regulation Bylaw.  

"Close” means to take a Well out of service permanently in accordance with 
section 9 of the Regulation.  

“Connect” means to connect the Private System on a parcel to the System. 

“Disconnect” means to disconnect a Well from the Private System on the 
parcel on which the Well is located, in a manner that prevents water from the 
Well from entering the System.  

“Domestic Purpose” means the use of water for human consumption, food 
preparation or sanitation, or other household purposes. 

“Non-Domestic Purpose” means a purpose that is not a Domestic Purpose.  

“Owner” means the owner of a Well on a parcel Connected to the System.  

“Private System” means the system of pipes and other apparatus connected to 
the System at the property line and used to convey water from the System to 
the plumbing fixtures in the buildings and structures on the parcel on which the 
Private System is installed.  

“Regulation” means the Ground Water Protection Regulation, B.C. Reg. 
299/2004, under the Water Act.  

“System” means the Water Supply and Distribution System operated by Village 
of Belcarra. 

VILLAGE OF BELCARRA 
Well Closure Regulation  

Bylaw No. 448, 2012 
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“Well” means a well that was used for supplying water for Domestic Purposes 
prior to the Connection of the parcel on which the well is located.  

“Well Closure Report” means a report that complies with Schedule 3 of the 
Regulation or a similar enactment.  

(b) In this Bylaw: 

(i) The first letter of a word that is defined in this section is written in upper 
case to indicate that its interpretation is limited to its defined meaning.  

(ii) A reference to a section, subsection, clause, or subclause means a section, 
subsection, clause, or subclause of this Bylaw unless otherwise indicated.  

3. Well Disconnection and Closure  

(a) If an application is made to the Village of Belcarra for Connection to a parcel on 
which a Well is located, the Owner must Close or ensure the Well is Closed in 
accordance with this Bylaw and all applicable provincial enactments. 

(b) Promptly upon the Connection of a parcel on which a Well is located, the Owner 
must Disconnect the Well and, no later than 90 days after the Connection, the 
Owner must: 

  (i) Ensure the Well is Closed,  
(ii) Prepare or have prepared, at the Owner’s expense, a Well Closure Report 

signed by the person responsible for the work of Closing the Well, and  
(iii) Submit that report to the Village of Belcarra.  

4.  Non-domestic Purpose Option  

 Despite section 3, if an Owner whose Well is located on a parcel that is or will be 
Connected, wishes to use the water from that Well for one or more Non-domestic 
Purposes, the Owner must: 

(a) submit to the Village of Belcarra, either with the application for a Connection or 
with an application for permission to use the Well water after the Connection,  

(i)  a map showing: 
(a) the location of the Well in relation to the buildings and structures on the 

parcel on which the Well is located, and  
(b) the well identification plate number if available; and  

(ii)  a sworn declaration, referencing the Well in relation to the map, stating the 
Owner’s intended use of the Well after Connection and that the Owner will: 

(a) Operate and maintain the Well in good order;  
(b) Ensure the Well is Closed immediately when required by the Village of 

Belcarra to do so if it is not operated or maintained in good order;\ 
(c) Not reconnect the Well to the Owner’s private water distribution system 

as long as the Owner’s parcel is Connected, and 
(d) Not use the Well for Domestic Purposes; and  

(b) promptly after Connection, ensure the Well is Disconnected at the Owner’s sole 
cost and expense. 

(c) grant to the Village of Belcarra and register on title to the parcel a Land Title Act 
section 219 covenant:  



Village of Belcarra Well Closure Regulation Bylaw No. 448, 2012 
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(i) to which a copy of the map required under clause 4(a)(i) of this Bylaw is 
attached as a schedule; and  

(ii) under which the Owner agrees not to use or build on the parcel except in 
accordance with the requirements set out in clause 4(a)(ii) of this Bylaw." 

5. Prohibition and Penalties 

(a)  No person shall introduce or cause to be introduced into the System water or 
another substance from a well on a parcel owned or occupied by that person or, 
if the person is not the owner or occupier of the parcel, from a well that the 
person has Disconnected, Closed, performed any other work upon or caused any 
of those things to be done in relation to the well.  

(b)  A person who violates a provision of this bylaw commits an offence and is liable 
upon conviction to a minimum fine of one thousand dollars ($1,000.00) for a 
violation of section 4(1) and a minimum fine of five hundred dollars ($500) for a 
violation of any other provision of this bylaw, in addition to the penalties 
prescribed by the Community Charter.  

6. Severability 

 If a portion of this Bylaw is held invalid by a Court of competent jurisdiction, then the 
invalid portion must be severed and the remainder of this bylaw is deemed to have 
been adopted without the severed section, subsection, paragraph, subparagraph, 
clause or phrase.

Recommendation for Consideration: 

That the “Village of Belcarra Fees and Charges Bylaw No. 400, 2008, Amendment 
Bylaw No. 449, 2012” be read a first, second and third time. 

Purpose: 
To present the “Village of Belcarra Fees and Charges Bylaw No. 400, 2008, 
Amendment Bylaw No. 449, 2012” for three readings. 

Background: 

Council adopted the “Village of Belcarra Fees and Charges Bylaw 400, 2008” on 
February 11, 2008, consolidating the fees and charges into one document. Pursuant to 
the Community Charter, a municipality may, by bylaw, impose fees and charges for 
services provided. 

In order to reflect the accurate cost-recovery rates for the Village’s fees and charges, 
Staff provides bylaw amendment proposals for Council consideration specific to 
section: 

 Schedule 2a – Building Permit and Inspection Services – Building Permit Application 
Fee; 

 Schedule 2a – Building Permit and Inspection Services – Plumbing Permit 
Application Fee; and 

 Schedule 2a – Building Permit and Inspection Services – Municipal Water 
Connection 

Alternatives: 

Council may choose to support or not support the proposed recommendation. 
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A bylaw to amend fees and charges for services and information

MAYOR’S REPORT 
 

2012 PROPERTY ASSESSMENTS 
 
 
In early January we received our 2012 property assessment notices from the BC 
Assessment Authority, and it is interesting to examine the statistics. Overall, the total 
assessment base in Belcarra increased by +4.2% while for School District No.43 the 
total assessment base increased by +5.1%. (Last year School District No.43 had an 
overall assessment increase of +8.1%.) However, since non-market increases 
accounted for +0.5% of the Belcarra’s total assessment for 2012, the average 
assessment increase in Belcarra was actually +3.7% due to market movement. (Last 
year Belcarra’s total assessment base increased by +2.0%, but the average 
assessment increased by +1.6% due to market movement.) The question is: “How will 
these changes affect Belcarra's 2012 property taxes?” 
 
The tax levy by the School District constitutes the largest portion (44%) of our 
residential property taxes; therefore, the change in total assessment base relative to our 
neighbours is the largest factor affecting taxes.  A look at the overall increase in the total 
assessed values for the municipalities comprising School District No.43 shows that 
Belcarra's assessments, which account for only 1.0% of the total, compare as follows:

The assessed values above are a combination of an increase to assessed values and 
new construction, with the “bottom line” being School District No.43 increased by +5.1% 
overall compared to an average increase of +4.2% in Belcarra. Consequently, relative 
to our neighbours in School District No.43, Belcarra property owners will 
collectively pay a slightly decreased “share” of the School Tax in 2012.

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A bylaw to provide policy for wharf facility light sources. 

 
WHEREAS the Community Charter enables a local government to amend its bylaws 
from time to time; 
 
NOW THEREFORE the Village of Belcarra Council enacts as follows: 

1. This bylaw may be cited for all purposes as the "Village of Belcarra Good 
Neighbour Bylaw No. 361, 2004, Amendment Bylaw No. 447, 2012”. 

2. That “Village of Belcarra Good Neighbour Bylaw No. 361, 2004” be amended: 

 a) In “Part 4 Definitions”: 

(i)  by replacing the phrase ““Municipality “means the Corporation of the 
Village of Belcarra” with the phrase “Municipality means the Village of 
Belcarra”;  

(ii)  by replacing the phrase ““Light Source “means a light bulb, light tube or 
floodlight lamp” with the phrase “Light Source means a light bulb, light 
tube, floodlight lamp or LED (light-emitting diode)”; 

(iii) by adding ““Wharf Facility “means a structure comprised of a landing, 
pier, ramp and float”; 

b) In “Part 5 General Provisions”: 

(i)  item 5.1.4 by adding “(g) no persons may allow an outdoor light to be 
placed or lit on a wharf facility such that the light source creates a 
nuisance in any residential zone or body of water”; 

(ii)  item 5.1.4 by renumbering clauses (g) to (i) as (h) (i) and (j); 

(iii) item 5.2.2 (e) by replacing the phrase “ensure that an outdoor light on 
the property is   shielded by a shade or fixture such that the light 
source does not create a nuisance” with the phrase “ensure that an 
outdoor light on the property or wharf facility is shielded by a shade or 
fixture such that the light source does not create a nuisance”;

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(iv) item 5.3.1 by replacing the phrase “in section 5.2(e)” with the phrase 
“in section 5.2.2(e)”; 

(v) by adding a new section: 

 “5.3.2 The prohibitions in section 5.1 do not apply to the following: 

 (a) wharf facility LED lights which are limited to a maximum of 6 
fixtures with no more than 5  watts per light source; and 

(b) all other wharf facility lights which are limited to a maximum of 6 
fixtures with no more than 40 watts per light source”.

A bylaw to provide for the payment of an indemnity to  

Village of Belcarra Mayor and Councillors 
 

WHEREAS the Municipal Council may, by bylaw, provide for the payment from annual 

general revenue, an indemnity to the Mayor and to each Councillor and provide that a 

portion thereof be paid as an allowance for expenses incidental to the discharge of the 

duties of office;  
 

NOW THEREFORE the Municipal Council of the Village of Belcarra in open meeting 

assembled enacts as follows: 

1. This Bylaw may be cited for all purposes as the "Village of Belcarra Council 

Indemnity Bylaw No. 445, 2012". 

2. During the period extending from January 1, in a given year, to the first Monday 
after the first day of November in a given year, the Mayor shall be paid the sum of 
$18,512 of which said amount $6,171 shall be paid as an allowance for expenses 
incidental to the discharge of office. 

3. During the period extending from January 1, in a given year to the first Monday 
after the first day of November in a given year, each Councillor shall be paid the 
sum of $9,527 of which said amount $3,176 shall be paid as an allowance for 
expenses incidental to the discharge of their office. 

4. The indemnities provided for in Section 2 and 3 above shall be paid by the Chief 
Administrative Officer, calculated in equal monthly installments for the months of 
January through November without further order, save and except for the 
provisions of Section 5 hereof. 

5. In the event of any member of Council being absent from three consecutive 
regular Council meetings, the indemnity that would otherwise be due to that 
member shall not be paid to that member.  This provision may be waived by a 
unanimous vote in favour thereof by the remaining members of Council. 

6. If a portion of this bylaw is held invalid by a Court of competent jurisdiction, then 
the invalid portion must be severed and the remainder of this bylaw is deemed to 
have been adopted without the severed section, subsection, paragraph, 
subparagraph, clause or phrase.
